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Volunteers  
Community members who wish to volunteer their time and talent to the school are approved through the following Volunteers in Medford Schools (VIMS) process: 

1. Persons seeking VIMS approval should apply through the Help Counter online application system found on the Medford School District website. If the volunteer does not have access to the internet and online application system, he/she may contact the school office. 

2. The application includes all required identifying, contact, and background check information required for a volunteer applicant. 

3. Once completed, the application automatically initiates the required background check. 

4. If the background check is approved and the volunteer is able to begin, the school and the applicant receive an email verification. 

5. If the background check is not approved for any reason (e.g. common name, social security # typo, recently moved to Oregon) the school will be notified via email and will conduct further review. 

6. If an applicant has been banned or denied volunteering at another district, the applicant will not be allowed to volunteer in the district. 

7. Volunteers will check in/out through the Help Counter system at the volunteer site located in the school office whenever volunteering.  

8. Background checks for volunteers must be reviewer every two (2) years. When a renewal is due, the volunteer and the school(s) connected to the volunteer will receive a 30-day notice that renewal is needed. 

9. The Help Counter databases retains all information on approved volunteers. 

10. Additional requirements for volunteers who chaperone students on overnight trips include one of the following: 

a. Attend a one-hour training with the Medford School District Staff and Student Safety 

Coordinator. Trainings will be conducted quarterly of each school year; or 

b. Complete two modules of the Medford School District Safe Schools Training: 

(1) Sexual Harassment: Student Issues and Response 

(2) Sexual Conduct: Staff to Student 

c. Attend a school approved and certified education training by a third party on appropriate boundaries with students.
