4. Fall plans for school and facility’s needs – John Bissey – The plan I sent sums it up. It will allow us to have a onsite model for education. MSD will be doing this as well. Parents are preferring to have students at the school versus home schooling. To due this we have to have 35 square feet per child. Our rooms will not Support this currently. We are looking at trying to split the classes. We would alternate the start and stop times. The gym can be divided into three separate spaces. If we could get those, the music room, that would to take care of grades 1-4. Grades 5-8 is where we are looking to get four yurts to cover this. This should accommodate all the needs of the students. Do we want to spend the money on the yurts? We would need to permit them if we decide to keep them. The state rents these to people at state parks. If we don’t keep them, we could sell them later as well.  We may need to hire some additional staff in order to cover the teaching and janitorial requirements. Gesine Abraham – what about the kindergarten JB- they can have 26 people in the class based on its size. John Bissey – I have talked to about 5-7 parents who wanted to be in the school and not online. Cori Royer – all the fourth graders class want to be at the school and not hybrid. The timeline to act on these is 3 to 4 days for each one. There is electricity out there already. We would need to put services underground, We will need heating and air as well. We should get this complete quickly in order to get this done in time, I would reach out to parents to help get this done.
